Performances at the Visa Championships will deter-
mine which gymnasts advance to the 2012 U.S. Olympic Team Trials, 
June 28-July 1 in San Jose, Calif. This is just the second time the Visa 
Championships have been held in St. Louis; the last time was in 2000. The 
St. Louis Sports Commission is the host organization for the four-day com-
petition.
